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UNITEing for Uganda 
 
WILMINGTON, N.C.  --- 
 
On Sunday, November 12, 2-5 P.M.  there will be an event at the County Arboretum to 
celebrate the visit of five teachers from Bigodi, Uganda as they prepare to leave the U.S. 
after a month-long visit to North Carolina.  The five teachers are members of Uganda 
North Carolina Teaching for the Environment (UNITE) (www.uniteproject.org) 
which is underwritten by the North Carolina Zoo Society.  They have been visiting 
UNITE partner schools in North Carolina since October 23, and have been team teaching 
with N.C. teachers. 
 
Silivia Kakai, a fourth grade teacher from Bigodi, Uganda, has been working at 
Codington Elementary and Cape Fear Center for Inquiry for three weeks.   
Joining Project UNITE are two other local groups supporting Ugandan efforts Ð the Full 
Belly Project (www.fullbellyproject.org), and UNight (www.unight.org).  
 
UNight is a national non-profit organization with a chapter at UNC-W which brings 
attention to the plight of the Night Commuters these are children who live in the northern, 
region of Uganda where 1.9 million people live in refugee camps terrorized by rebel 
groups and the Ugandan military.  Each night, hundreds of thousands of children walk 
miles to sleep in safe houses in the cities.  
 
The Full Belly Project is a local non-profit group co-founded by inventor Jock Brandis, 
who has developed a peanut-shelling machine which has now been delivered to 8 UNITE 
schools in Bigodi, Uganda, along with 180 other villages throughout Uganda.  JockÕs new 
invention, a pedal-powered peanut sheller, will be displayed and operating.  Children will 
have the opportunity to shell peanuts, taste them uncooked, and taste peanuts prepared in 
Ugandan style peanut butter sauce 
 
There will be singing, dancing, and peanuts for everyone at the Arboretum, located 
near the Bradley Creek Br idge at 6206 Oleander Dr ive on Sunday November 12th, 
2-5 PM.
